      Looking back at the over-all changes that have been accomplished, it is very 

apparent that we have improved upon the old Mi. BASS Chapter. We now have 

financial security in our future. As many other organizations struggle, ours has 

grown and thrived.

Casting Kids  
Three official ñCasting Kidsò competitions have taken 

place at each of the boat shows we participated in.. 

One event was held on each Sunday of the shows and 
two events took place on each Saturday. Over the 

eight days of competition more than 1000 kids went 

through the competitions. The goal of the competition is to try to score 150 

points. The way this is accomplished is to pitch, flip, and cast  to the target. 

The kids flip from a distance of ten feet, pitch from a distance of 20 feet, and 

cast from a distance of 30 feet. Each child is given two chances from each 

distance with the best score counting toward the total score. Each local event 

has two winners, one in each age group (7-10 years of age and 11-14 years of 

age). The winners then proceed to their respective state finals. The Casting-

Kids competitors who emerge as the top-performing competitor in his or her 

state will advance to one of six Federation Nation divisionals, based on geo-

graphic criteria. This looks to be the last year for CastingKids as we know it, 
but it will be back in another form and I will keep up updated as I get more 

information.  

Youth Projects 
 
The presidents were informed that the youth projects form is due soon and 

how it works, this is a reimbursement program.  Barry will need an article 

with pictures sent in after the event, and then a check will be awarded to the 

club to help cover their expenses. Clubs are encouraged to participate in 

youth events and then submit their expenses to the Federation  for at least 

partial reimbursement. Through getting actively involved with the youth in 

our communities, we can gain active adult members which keeps our Fed-

eration Nation growing. 
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2009 Junior State Championship  

The junior state fish-off is May 31st and will be on Lake Nepessing in Lapeer. Barry 

Narrin has informed the presidents to tell their youth directors that he will need their 

youth club rosters by April 1st and that they will have until May 1st to add kids to their 
roster in order for them to qualify to fish the state fish-off. Then, he will need their tour-

nament results in his hands one week prior to the youth state championship. The kids 

that are on their youth roster by May 1st , and have fished in their youth club tournament 

will be invited to the youth state championship. He also informed them that he wants 

all youth directors to attend the December presidents meeting. He informed the 

presidents that the junior state winners that qualify at our state fish-off  will be fishing 

with the state team at divisional, they will fish on the last day with the state team. They 

will meet the night before with the state team and fish the last day with the team with 

their weight counting toward the state total. Junior members must be on a junior club 

roster by May 1st, 2009 to be qualified to fish the Junior State Championship.

Treasurersô Report: Jay Berwick 

Jay informed the presidents that cash reserve funds from the scholarship account have 

been transferred back into the general fund.  At this time our general funds are low, but 

will increase soon with the sale of our promo boat and the raffle ticket funds, A motion 

was made to accept the treasurerôs report by Tony Impellizzeri and seconded by Lupe 

Reyesépassed unanimous.  

Jay told the presidents that the funds earned from last yearôs State Championship were 
around $4,000.00  

The board has agreed to provide a minimum of $500.00 per angler on the State Team at 

this time. When funding is available this amount will increase. The reason for this is 

participation is down and there was no money from the chamber of commerce. The 

presidents and current State Team members put out a question of not having a banquet 

and picnic for the State Championship. The presidents are to review this issue with their 

members and get back with Sharon Leonardi on this question. 

 

Youth:  Barry Narrin 

The junior state fish-off is May 31st and will be on Lake Nepessing in Lapeer. Barry told 

the presidents to tell their youth directors that he will need their youth club rosters by 
April 1st and that they will have until May 1st to add kids to their roster in order for them 

to qualify to fish the state fish-off. Then, he will need their tournament results in his 

hands one week before the youth state championship. The kids that are on their youth 

roster by May 1st , and have fished in their youth club tournament will be invited to the 

youth state championship.

State Championship 2009:  
Sharon Leonardi will be this yearôs tournament director for the state championship. Pres. 

Sacks asked the presidents if we wanted to close any of the waters for the state champi-

onship and the presidents voted no closed waters for the state championship. Pres. Sacks 

informed the presidents of the races that will be taking place during the state champion-

ship. These should not be much of a problem to our anglers. The question of moving the 

tournament to another lake was asked. Due to the State raffle rules, moving the tourna-

ment would not be an option.  

 

State Championship 2010:  
Pres. Paul asked the presidents for their input on where to hold the 2010 state champion-

ship and it was from the mass majority of the attending presidents told Paul that they 

want to see it on Muskegon Lake. Pres. Paul said that he will start to look into that now 
and that the tentative dates are July 29, 30, and 31st. Club member Jeff Kellogg volun-

teered to make contact with the City Chamber of Commerce to begin looking at this lo-

cation. 

Membership: Sharon Leonardi 

 Sharon is asking that all clubs must complete their on-line rosters. She told the presi-

dents that we have some new clubs and some returning clubs (Sanford Lake Bass Club).  

Pres. Sacks informed the presidents that the national cost to join a second club has been 

removed and that you only pay once to belong to multiple clubs. (Up to 3) 

  

Newsletter: Tom Boland 

Tom is all set to go and is just waiting for a few more articles. Tom is always looking for 
articles and pictures from the presidents and/or from anyone in their club that would like 

to have an article published, if you have something you would like to see please get it to 

Tom by March 29th.  

 

Raffle: Paul Sacks 

Pres. Sacks presented the Pres. a question raised by some members. Should clubs have 

full benefits if they do not sell any raffle tickets?.Ex. of a restriction: would not receive 

team cash awards at State Championship. After discussion the presidents felt and voted 

that this is a non-issue. 

 

Promo Skeeter Boat: Paul Sacks

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Conservation Report  

Mark Brantmeyer 

 Conservation Director 

In February, I attended the 2009 Bassmaster Classic in Shreveport, Louisiana as the 

Conservation Director Representative for the Michigan B.A.S.S. Federation.  During the 

three-day event, I attended conservation classes, assisted with the Classic, and met 

B.A.S.S. personnel, State Presidents and State Conservation Directors.  

In the classroom sessions, B.A.S.S. Conservation Director Chris Horton invited guest 

speakers to discuss a variety of subjects relating to fish and habitat conservation.  Topics 

included invasive plant species, grant and funding sources, and political issues.  Two 

very interesting lectures discussed fish care during tournaments and included tips on 

how to improve our live wells and weigh-in tanks and techniques to fizz fish.  

I also volunteered at the Classic.  Each morning I helped load and unload the boat trail-

ers during the launch.  This was a unique opportunity for me to get a close up view of 

how the professional anglers and B.A.S.S. staff prepared for the tournament.  The high-

light opportunity came on the second day when I worked below the main stage where I 
took the fish from the weigh-in scale and, along with the Louisiana Fish and Wildlife 

Service, placed them in a holding tank for later release back into the Red River.  

Finally, attending the Classic allowed me to meet with the State Conservation Directors 

and Presidents.  This gave me the chance to learn about conservation projects and issues 
that are occurring in the other states.  I continue to stay in contact with the State Conser-

vation Directors and we even started a website to continue our conservation discus-

sions.    

Overall, the Bassmaster Classic helped me to learn more about the role of the Conserva-

tion Director in the B.A.S.S. Federation.  I especially learned that Conservation projects 

can be beneficial to fish and their habitat but equally important is the monitoring of new 

regulations and policies that may affect us.  My goal is to use some of the information 

that I learned at the Classic to assist our Michigan Federation conservation efforts.

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How does the Federation Work?  
  

First,  members begin by joining or starting a local club.  
Each local club runs itself as it chooses. Most clubs host tournaments during the fishing season. 
Each club establishes dues for members. To start a club, it  takes a minimum of 6 members. 

 
There are 3 steps for full membership and all its benefits.   

The first step is to join B.A.S.S.. This requires a $20.00 per year fee. The benefits you receive are 11 magazines of the Bass Masters 
Publication.  

Step two is joining a local club.  
Lastly, the club also joins National Federation ( BASS/ESPN ). These dues are set at $ 20.00 per year per member. 

  

When all 3 are in place, then the club can send  a team to our State Championship  tournament.   
 

The 2007 tournament was held on Lake St. Clair, launching out of Mount Clemens, Mi.  The dates this year were August  23-25 with August 
23 being the meeting night. The actual fishing dates were August 24 & 25. 

From this tournament, 13 anglers advance and then become the Mi. State Team. This team earns many bonus awards. Among these are 
expense money to cover travel, rooms, licenses, food and VIP pricing on many of our sponsors products, as well as the bonus 
money for owning sponsor product from Skeeter/Yamahma, Triton/ Mercury, Lowrance , and Motorguide . The team also receives 
multiple Pro Shirts/caps, jackets, Berkley ,Plano, and BASS products . The team is fishing for a 1st place prize of a of $35,000.00 
boat. 

 
Our Michigan Team fishes in a Northern Divisional Tournament the following year.  
 

The team from the 2007 championship will be fishing in Wisconsin in 2008 and the 2008 team will be fishing back in Michigan waters in 
2009. 

The top Michigan Angler from the Northern Divisional tournament then goes on to fish in the Federation Nation National Championship (in 
November each year). 

From this National Championship only one angler from each of the six overall Divisions will earn a berth to fish with the Pro's in the " BIG 
SHOW" ...The Bassmaster Classic . The overall winner receives a NEW Triton boat package. 

  

It all begins from joining one of our State Federation Nation Clubs.  
  
I know you have many more questions and I would be happy to speak with you one on one.

Coverage is for all members and is in effect during travel to, from, and during all Federation functions and events. 
 
We represented the Federation at the Novi Ultimate Boat Show, the Lansing Boat Show and Grand Rapids Ultimate Boat Show.  We could also 
were available at Bass Pro Shops during their Spring Classic Sales weekends. You can also contact any board member from our web site. 
 
We hope you made it  to one of these shows so we could speak to you about our Federation goals and values. Our Federation places major 
emphasis on our Youth Programs and our Conservation projects. Several of our adult clubs also run Junior Clubs. The Youth all fish in a Junior 
State Championship that then leads to a National Junior Championship. Two youth anglers can win Triton Rigs and others compete for 6 scholar-
ship awards along with trophies. This all takes place at the Bassmaster Classic. Please contract our Youth Directors for further information. They 
are listed on the web site. 
  
We look forward to you joining our great organization and the B.A.S.S. family.  You may request a CD with additional information on it including all 
the forms you  need to help start a club up. Each club president was given a CD to share with their club.
