park fees. Use permits will only be required if there are 50 or [+ | | 7.

more boats in a tournament. Most likely this will only affect our

State Championship tournament. Fees for tournaments with 50 or more
boats are $50 on weekdays and $100 on weekends. A use permit is not
required for tournaments that have fewer than 50 boats however the re-
gional DNRE office appreciates being notified of the event in order to pre-
vent scheduling conflicts.

Jason also discussed HB 5752 that would introduce a Recreation Pass-
port with fees ($10 per vehicle, $5 per motorcycle) applied to motor vehi-
cle annual registrations. Since 2004 Michigan State Parks and Recreation
Areas have received no general tax funds to operate. Funding for the state
parks has come from vehicle permits, camping fees, and transfers from the
Natural Resource Trust Fund. This fund will be depleted by 2011 leaving
an $8.8 million budget deficit for FY 2011.

Any vehicle with a Michigan license plate (other than commercial vehi-
cles) may enter any state park, recreation area, or D&REinistered
boating access site for free. Camping fees would still apply at state park
and state forest campgrounds. There would be anuphechanism that
the motorist could use when registering their vehicle, if they chose not to
visit or support state parks, forests, and boating access sites, or community
park and recreation facilities. Motorists who-opit of paying the $10 fee
will not be identifiable as there is no sticker on the plate for those who pay.
It is an honor system. Out of state visitors would still be required to pur-
chase the neresident Motor Vehicle Permit ($29 for annual, $8 for a
daily). This proposal is modeled after the funding system in Montana,
which has resulted in 75 percent participation by Montana residents. Mon-
tana indicates they have had minimal abuse of the honor system based on
random checks.

In addition to improving the state parks, the new fee system will provide
matching grants to over 5,300 community parks to replace, upgrade, and
modernize these facilities. Funding will also be used too renovate and up-
keep state historic structures. By repositioning state employees from a
fificashierodo role in collecting motor vehi«
staff hours will be redeployed for other park needs such as enhanced pro-
gramming, maintenance, customer service, safety, and security. Finally,
the Recreation Passport will enable facilities to be redesigned to accommo-
date barriefree/universal accessibility.
