This yearôs Michigan B.A.S.S. Federation Nation State Championship will be held on 

Saginaw Bay July 21-24. We will be launching out of Linwood Beach Marina. The manda-

tory Banquet and Registration meeting is scheduled for July 21, Tournament Days are the 

22nd and 23rd with the 24th as the alternate tournament day if it is needed due to inclement 

weather. 

A roster will be emailed/mailed to your club President within the first few weeks of June. IF 

YOU DO NOT GET IT, CONTACT US ASAP. To be eligible to fish the 2011 State Champi-

onship, members must have been on the roster as of June 1st.  Again this year, we are working 

under tight time restrictions. 

Every eligible club can send as many qualified members as they want, based on the fol-

lowing: 

 Each club must send an equal number of boaters and non boaters. Along with a check 

for $100 for each participant. Only the official registration form may be used. 

 Each club can send an additional member designated as an alternate boater. This alter-

nate can be used as either a boater or non boater at our discretion (Boat size /lack of 

knowledge of the water being fished may be a determining factor due to the size of 

water being fished.) Any alternate may let the tournament committee know if they 

really want to use their boat OR would rather be used as a last resort. 

 In the event a club sends a roster with an odd number of anglers, and they do 

not designate the personas the alternate, one boater will be designated an 

alternate boater and we will not  guarantee they will be able to use their 

boat. 

 All boaters and alternate boaters must include a copy of their insurance with all of the 

following highlighted on the policy: 

Policy date,  showing the policy is in effect on the tournament dates 

Amount of coverage with a minimum of $100,000 liability coverage 

Members/ Owners name 

 Each roster needs to be filled out designating 5 team Members and a Team Captain (one 

of the Team Members) 

Please make sure you include each participants CELL PHONE number on the roster. 

NOTE RETURNED ROSTERS MUST BE POSTMARKED BY JUNE 24th 

Communication should be held with all members on what positions they will hold so 

there are no surprises and the banquet. Any questions should be directed to Sharon

 In the January 2011 issue of B.A.S.S. Times magazine, 

Doug Pullman of Flintôs Aquest Corporation and Gary Crawford 

of Environmental Consulting & Technology, Inc in Ann Arbor 

discuss an invasive plant species that is taking over many Michi-

gan lakes.  Starry stonewort algae first appeared in Michigan 

about 30 years ago.  It remained dormant for several years but is now be-

coming one of the most aggressive aquatic plants in the state, out-

competing all other native and invasive species. 

 The starry stonewort algae is native to Great Britain and was first 

brought to Michigan through the aquarium trade.  It is spread from lake-to-

lake by waterfowl, aquatic animals, boats and trailers.  The alga prefers 

canals, slow moving streams and lakes and thrives in both clear and dark-

colored water.  Starry stonewort is easily recognizable by its light green 

color, star-shaped rhizoids, and orange-colored oocytes.  The plant grows 

up to eight feet in height and forms a large, dense spongy mat on the lake 

bottom.  These mats cause the greatest damage to fish populations and lake 

environments. 

 The mats eliminate fish spawning areas and reduce the structural 

complexity of the lake bottom by overtaking woody and rocky habitats.  

The loss of these structures forces fish, such as bass, to transform from a sit 

and ambush behavior to a less efficient hunt and chase strategy.  

These mats also block sunlight, can deplete oxygen levels during 

winter, prohibit the growth of native plants, and interfere with the 

lifecycle of insects that interact with the lakeôs surface and bot-

tom. 

 Algaecide is effective at controlling the starry stonewort 

however it must be applied early in its lifecycle.  Applying algae-

cide to a full-grown infestation will only kill the top of the plant 

leaving the lower portion unaffected.  Mechanical harvesting 

is less effective as the algae can quickly fill the capacity of 

the equipment.  The spongy mats are also difficult to me-

chanically remove from the lake bottom. 

 What can anglers do about starry stonewort algae?  

First, since early detection is critical, report any presence of 

the algae to the DNR or other lake authority.  Second, live 

wells, bilges and boat trailers should be cleaned after each 

use.  Michigan now has a law in effect that imposes a $100 

fine for launching a boat with plants attached to the trailer.  

Finally, we can lobby organizations such as Fish America Foundation to 

help lake associations with conducting surveys, rebuilding habitats, and 

establishing watch programs.

Committees and Responsibilities  
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Angler Harassment 
 

Anglers in Michigan have the right to enjoy their sport free from unreason-
able and deliberate obstruction or interference.  

 
Michigan law prohibits individuals from obstructing or interfering with the 

lawful taking of aquatic species. The DNRE supports fishing as a legitimate 
form of recreation and as a useful tool in the management of aquatic re-
sources. Michigan Conservation Officers are committed to protecting an-
glers from the intentional disruption of the fishing experience. Individuals 
whose fishing is being obstructed should promptly report the violation to 

the DNRE by calling a local conservation officer, the nearest DNRE office 
or toll free 800-292-7800 (RAP hotline).  

 
Angler harassment is a misdemeanor offense. Law enforcement officers 
may issue a citation for violations which take place in their presence, or 

may arrest with a warrant obtained on information provided by the affected 
angler. 

 
When reporting any physical or other deliberate anti-angler confrontation, 

anglers should note the following points; who, what, where, when, and 
how. The Angler being harassed should not under any circumstances be-
come involved in a physical confrontation with any individual. If you are 

harassed you should inform the harasser of your feelings and request the 
harassment to stop. 

 
The DNRE supports fishing as a legitimate form of recreation and as a 

useful tool in the management of aquatic resources. Michigan Conserva-
tion Officers are committed to protecting anglers from the intentional dis-

ruption of the fishing experience.

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How does the Federation Work?  
  

First,  members begin by joining or starting a local club.  
Each local club runs itself as it chooses. Most clubs host tournaments during the fishing season. 
Each club establishes dues for members. To start a club, it  takes a minimum of 6 members. 

 
There are 3 steps for full membership and all its benefits.   

The first step is to join B.A.S.S.. This requires a $20.00 per year fee. The benefits you receive are 11 magazines of the Bass Masters 
Publication.  

Step two is joining a local club.  
Lastly, the club also joins National Federation ( BASS/ESPN ). These dues are set at $ 20.00 per year per member. 

  

When all 3 are in place, then the club can send  a team to our State Championship  tournament.   
 

The 2007 tournament was held on Lake St. Clair, launching out of Mount Clemens, Mi.  The dates this year were August  23-25 with August 
23 being the meeting night. The actual fishing dates were August 24 & 25. 

From this tournament, 13 anglers advance and then become the Mi. State Team. This team earns many bonus awards. Among these are 
expense money to cover travel, rooms, licenses, food and VIP pricing on many of our sponsors products, as well as the bonus 
money for owning sponsor product from Skeeter/Yamahma, Triton/ Mercury, Lowrance , and Motorguide . The team also receives 
multiple Pro Shirts/caps, jackets, Berkley ,Plano, and BASS products . The team is fishing for a 1st place prize of a of $35,000.00 
boat. 

 
Our Michigan Team fishes in a Northern Divisional Tournament the following year.  
 

The team from the 2007 championship will be fishing in Wisconsin in 2008 and the 2008 team will be fishing back in Michigan waters in 
2009. 

The top Michigan Angler from the Northern Divisional tournament then goes on to fish in the Federation Nation National Championship (in 
November each year). 

From this National Championship only one angler from each of the six overall Divisions will earn a berth to fish with the Pro's in the " BIG 
SHOW" ...The Bassmaster Classic . The overall winner receives a NEW Triton boat package. 

  

It all begins from joining one of our State Federation Nation Clubs.  
  
I know you have many more questions and I would be happy to speak with you one on one.

The benefits to our memberships are many:

Coverage is for all members and is in effect during travel to, from, and during all Federation functions and events. 
 
We represented the Federation at the Novi Ultimate Boat Show, the Lansing Boat Show and Grand Rapids Ultimate Boat Show.  We could also 
were available at Bass Pro Shops during their Spring Classic Sales weekends. You can also contact any board member from our web site. 
 
We hope you made it  to one of these shows so we could speak to you about our Federation goals and values. Our Federation places major 
emphasis on our Youth Programs and our Conservation projects. Several of our adult clubs also run Junior Clubs. The Youth all fish in a Junior 
State Championship that then leads to a National Junior Championship. Two youth anglers can win Triton Rigs and others compete for 6 scholar-
ship awards along with trophies. This all takes place at the Bassmaster Classic. Please contract our Youth Directors for further information. They 
are listed on the web site.
