Kids are long on excitement and short on patience,

so to keep their attention, if you want to take kids

The
choices in rods, reels, bait, lures and lines can be

Light line, small hooks and small floats can help you
put some excitement on the end of the line fast. To
kids, the size of the fish is not as important as the

frequency of catches. Kids tire quickly - and often

give up - while waiting for lunker bass to bite. Most
kids would rather pull in 25 minnow
than wait for one trophy catch.
Combining activities can also help get kids hooked
on angling. For instance, try making your own fish-
ing rods from willow branches and a length of fish-
ing line. Or find your own bait under rocks or in the
weeds around lakes and streams. Make catching fish
a learning experience and an adventure.

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How does the Federation Work?

First, members begin by joining or starting a local club.
Each local club runs itself as it chooses. Most clubs host tournaments during the fishing season.
Each club establishes dues for members. To start a club, it takes a minimum of 6 members.

There are 3 steps for full membership and all its benefits.
The first step is to join B.A.S.S.. This requires a $20.00 per year fee. The benefits you receive are 11 magazines of the Bass Masters
Publication.
Step two is joining a local club.
Lastly, the club also joins National Federation (BASS/ESPN ). These dues are set at $ 20.00 per year per member.

When all 3 are in place, then the club  can send a team to our State Championship  tournament.

BCWC State Qualifier

ﬂ States may only promote official BASS sponsors at BCWC qualifiers and regional tournaments.
States may send up to six (6) six-person teams and their alternates to the BCWC regional tournament.
BCWC Regional Tournaments

ﬂ Entry fee for the BCWC Regional Tournament shall be $1500 per team.

ﬂ There will be Six (6) regions throughout the USA. Same alignment as divisionals.

ﬂ BCWC Regional Tournaments will consist of two (2) official practice days on Tuesday and Wednesday imme-
diately preceding two (2) competition days on Thursday and Friday.

ﬂ States may be asked to help with host responsibilities but are not required to host. There will not be a set
rotation of regional tournaments.

ﬂ A percentage of each entry fee will be held for expenses, Regional payout and Championship payout. No
money will be held back for travel expenses to the Championship.

Eight (8) six-person teams and their alternates will advance from the BCWC Regional Tournament to the BASS
Club World Championship. Alternates must be members in good standing, of the club in which they are represent-
ing, at the time of the regional tournament.

BASS Club World Championship
ﬂ No entry fee.
ﬂ Championship will be held in October 6-11, 2008. We will try to hold the championship in a central location.

ﬂ World Championship team will be awarded six (6) fully rigged Triton/Mercury Packages, guaranteed.
Payout for the rest of the field will be based on the number of teams that enter the BCWC regional tournaments.

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BASS Announces Alignment of Youth Initiatives
with BASS Federation Nation

BASS announced today enhancements to its youth program, putting its youth competition circuits on
a track similar to the BASS Federation Nation tournament structure. As part of the announcement,
BASS will move the 2008 Junior Bassmaster World Championship to coincide with the final 2008
Bassmaster Elite Series event, scheduled for Aug. 7-10 in Syracuse, N.Y., in what will serve as a
transition year.

At the 2008 championship event, youth anglers will be guaranteed to fish with an Elite pro and will
weigh in on the Elite stage. All previously invited contenders will compete in the age division in which
they qualified as ages will be frozen. The competition waters are yet to be determined. In subse-
quent years, BASS will hold the premier youth championship at the Federation Nation Champion-
ship, as previously announced.

While the format of the JIWC will stay intact, BASS will augment the experience for the youth partici-
pants. Elite pros will conduct seminars for all competitors and BASS will work with sponsors to pro-
vide JWC qualifiers with fishing equipment.

Central to the enhancements is the exposure of youth anglers to all levels of Federation Nation com-
petition. Youth competitors will be mentored by Federation Nation anglers and will learn the ele-
ments that are central to the passionate Federation Nation membership.

The qualifying ladders for the JWC and the Bassmaster CastingKids program, which will mirror the
Federation Nation structure, will provide youth with a firsthand look at competition venues they can
pursue when they reach competition age. The junior competitor who emerges as the top-performing
angler in his or her state will advance to one of six Federation Nation divisionals, based on geo-
graphic criteria.

The integration will begin with the first BASS Federation Nation divisional in 2008 set for April on
South Carolinadés Santee Cooper Reservoir. Junior ¢
groups, 11-14 and 15-18.

The top-performing anglers from each of six divisionals will then qualify for the JWC Championship,
to be held in conjunction with the BASS Federation Nation Championship. The championship con-

tenders will continue to fish for $23,000 in scholarship money, with the winners earning the distinc-

tion as the top youth anglers in the sport in their respective division.

In addition to the seminars, BASS will encourage its Elite Series pros to serve in varying capacities
at both youth competitions, including the CastingKids, at the Federation Nation Championship.

The CastingKids competitions will be staged in a similar fashion to the JWC path. The top Casting-
Kids competitors in their state will qualify from the Federation Nation Divisionals and the anglers who
emerge as the top performers in their Divisionals will move on to their season-ending event, also
staged at the FNC Championship.
